End Cutter, Track & Lifter Installation

Remove your Falcon End Cutter from the shipping package.
Locate and loosen the lift belt clamping screws (A). Mount
the front lift assembly (B) and back lift assembly (C) to the
cutting table. Pull the lift belt (D) tight and secure the clamping
screws (A). Place the track in place and secure to the lifting
mechanism. The track should be mounted squarely to the
table.

Loosen the track latch screws (E) and swing latch up. Slide
the switch cam in the track as shown. Slide the Falcon End
Cutter in the track. Swing down the latch and secure in
place. Connect electric power line. The Falcon End Cutter
is ready for operation.

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Operation

Load the roll of material on aroll rack. Pull the material over
the falcon track and to the desired length. Pull the Falcon
Cutter across to cut the material and return to the home
position. Lift the track using the lift handle. The cut end of
the material will lay under the track. The track will hold the
material in position. The next ply can now be spread.

Familiarization

Falcon IV System

1. Rear Lift Assembly: Lifts the non-operator side of the
track assembly. The lift Belt is adjusted on this side.

2. Track Assembly: Usedtoguidethe cuttinghead across
the table to provide a straight cut through the material.

3. Falcon Cutting Head: Cuts material when moving
across the track. The quick change feature reduces
down time during maintenance. Optional cutting head
styles available (consult factory).

4. Electrical Terminal Block: Electrical connection is
made here. Check for proper voltage before connecting
the attachment plug.

5. FrontLift Assembly: Lifts the operator side of the track
assembly. Lift handle to raise track.

6. Filter Regulator: Air supply connection is made here.
Adjust Pressure as required. Auto drain feature removes
moisture from incoming air supply. (Air Lifter Only)

Knife Motor

Air Regulator (System Lift Pressure)

Knife Sharpening

Turn Power switch to ON (use CAUTION when sharpening
blade). The Falcon Cutter remains in its home position and
the blade turns. To obtain a fine, keen edge on the blade,
Simultaneously press and hold sharpen button while press-
ing lightly against sharpener button which is located on the
side of the Falcon Cutter. Press and hold button with
constant pressure for 10 seconds, then release.

Knife Replacement

Lay machine on its side, knife slide up. Place a small drift
or screwdriver through the hole to keep from rotating, and
remove knife bolt. Remove knife guard and lift out the knife.

AWarning:

This knife is sharp. Use proper precautions against cutting
hands while handling. Discard used knife with care!

Insertnew knife blade, bevel sidein, by slidingitunder shear
plate “N”. Make sure slots in knife align with tabs on knife hub
and that knife is seated flush on hub. Replace all parts in
reverse order and check that all fasteners are tightened
securely before resuming operation.

NOTE: Itis not necessary to remove cutting machine from
track or shear plate from machine when replacing
knife.

Shear Plate Replacement

Remove knife blade (see knife replacement). Remove screws
“M” and shear plate “N”. Replace with new shear plate and
reassemble in reverse order. Adjust shear plate and check
tightness of “M” before resuming operation.

Sharpener Replacement

To replace sharpener stone, first remove knife blade (see
knife replacement). Insert screwdriver into slotted head of
sharpenerbutton "P"and hold hex bushing “Q” inplace. Turn
counter clockwise and remove sharpener button and spring
“S”. Set these parts aside for later reassembly. Remove
screw “T” to separate hex bushing, spring washer “U” and
emery wheel “V”. Replace emery wheel and reassemble in
reverse order. Check that screw “P” is tightened securely.

Motor Brush Replacement

Remove (4) four screws, cover plate and cover insulation,
being careful not to damage insulation material. Loosen
and disengage (2) two screws holding down micro switch
and lift out switch being careful to retain the two switch spac-
ers. Remove (2) two screws and carefully lift out the com-
bined assembly of the motor brush card circuit board. Move-
ment of the parts will be restricted by wires but have ad-
equate length to work without disconnecting. Loosen (2)
two brush screws and remove the motor brush pigtails from
under the fasteners. Turn brush card over and slide brushes
out of guides.

When inserting new brushes, bevel corner at wire pigtail
must face slot in brush holder. Pigtail runs through slot to
screw fastener. Wrap pigtails around screw fasteners and
tighten. Turn assembly back to its original position. With
your fingers, separate brushes enough to fit around commu-
tator bars and begin working the assembly inside cavity in-
sulation. Continue working assembly down until it is flat to
inside of standard and brushes snap into position around
commutator. Replace (2) two screws holding down circuit
board and motor brush card. Replace switch spacers and
switch and secure with (2) two screws. Replace coverinsu-
lation and cover and fasten with (4) four screws.

Micro Switch Replacement

Remove cover plate and cover insulation. Remove (2) two
switch screws and lift out microswitch being careful not to
lose switch spacers. Remove leads and re-solder the leads
of the new switch. Replace parts in reverse order.

/N\ CAUTION

Excessive soldering heat will damage switch.

Fuse Replacement

With cover plate and cover insulation removed, fuse is vis-
ible. Lift burned out fuse out of fuse holder and replace with
identical fuse. Replace cover plate and insulation.

/\ CAUTION

Replace only with identically rated fuse. Use of different
fuse may cause electrical hazard or damage electronic parts.

Lubrication of Knife Gear
Knife gear“Z” should be removed and replaced if necessary
orrepacked with grease every three months.

Remove knife as described above, to expose bearing retainer
plate 79C12-286. Inserta#10-32 x 1 1/2" screw into center
of knife flange “X” so that gear, bearing and knife flange can
be removed as one unit. Remove three (3) screws “W” and lift
outgearassembly. Inspectand replace gear “Z” if necessary
or repack gear teeth ONLY with grease. Reassemble in
reverse order making sure thatbearing “Y” is seated squarely
before securing knife flange “X” and retainer plate.

IMPORTANT: Use of too much grease when repacking
knife gear “Z” may resultin undue strain on
knife motor.

-Cleanwork area.

-Clean track assembly.

-Clean and lubricate guide tubes with light machine oil.
-Check blade and sharpening stone for wear.

Weekly:

-Check for any unusual wear and determine why.
-Check entire machine for loose nuts and bolts.
